Steps to Drawing a SSA

You must always put the angle on the ground.

You must always put the two sides above the 
ground

The ground is always your variable

angle  of  elevation



 (side)sinx=length to 
reach the ground

Examples

a=12, b=6, B=23

b=6, c=8, B=72

a=2, c=7, C=20

a=7, b=10, A=120



Two triangle case
